I'm a retired yet incorrigible teacher. | taught Japanese and lectured on Japanese history and culture for nearly 19
years. I'm of Irish ancestry and a Bostonian who adopted Georgia as my home 27 years ago. First — as retirement now
allowed — for the fun of it, | got into genealogy and traced my Irish ancestry back to 1208 AD. Along the way, | noticed a
heavy presence in Georgia of Irish names, both in place names and surnames. And | was astonished at what | found.

Georgia’s Dougherty County was named, | learned, for John Dougherty, a resident of Athens.

A Once of prominent influence, the O’'Dochartaigh Clann was crushed in 1608 following an uprising in

A Derry protesting British oppression.

@ There is Dade County, in both Georgia and Florida, and that was of special interest to me. The

O name is more apt to be found in the northernmost regions of Ireland as Daid. Insert a ‘v’ and see the

name ‘David’ for O’Dochartaigh Clann Chieftain Daibheid (David) O’Dochartaigh — the surname

Anglicized now to O’Doherty — who was Kkilled in clan warfare in 1208 AD at the hands of O’'Cahan

(O’Kane) Clann warriors. To honor his heroism his sons would forever after be known as Sons of David: first seen as
MacDaibheid, later MacDavitt, McDevitt, MacEvitt, McAvitt, McCavitt and finally, in my case, McKeuvitt.

Altogether, | counted 24 Georgia counties with Irish names. There are place names such as McDonough,
Dublin, Hagan, and Gilmer (a variation of Gilmore and meaning ‘Devotee of Mary,” as in Blessed Virgin Mary),
and there is Fannin, also found in Ireland as ‘Fanning.” And there are McDuffie, MacIntosh, Dooly, Carroll,

Grady, and Glynn counties.

Some place names include Leary, Logan, McCaysville, McDonough, Shannon (originally the pagan
goddess Sionan), Tyrone, Dublin, Leary, and Logan. As to Irish surnames, | find in North Georgia names such
as Collins, Sullivan, Shields, McConnell (spelled in Irish as MacDhomhniall with the ‘dh’ and the ‘mh’ rendered silent, and
meaning Son of Daniel), McClure, Milholland (a variation of Mulholland, a devotee of St. Calann), Gilliland, Callaghan
(from O’Ceallachain, for eponymous ancestor Ceallachain, King of Munster, who died circa 952 AD), Murphy (meaning
sea warrior), and O’Neal — to name only a few.
