[In May, 2009 | read The Book of Lies, by Brad Metzler, in which the origin of the comic strip hero was a
supportive theme.]

In 1932, after his father had been killed, Jerome “Jerry” Siegel, with his friend Joe
Shuster, created the superhero Superman. The comic strip was not published until 1938, but
was an immediate hit, and Superman has been an American icon ever since, making both
animated and live appearances.
This period of time was, of course, an unsettled time worldwide, with Hitler preparing his
great crimes in Europe. Der Fuhrer had adopted Friedrich Nietzsche’s idea of the superman,
from which came his goal of an Aryan super-race. A necessary correlate in his scheme, the
extermination of Jews, became the horror of all time.
A bit earlier Sigmund Freud, a German Jew, had developed his theories and practice of
psychoanalysis. Among his avid students was Carl Gustav Jung, also a German, but the son of
a Protestant clergyman. Jung began to develop his own psychological theories through
extensive self-analysis and study of his patients’ dreams. He became very interested in all
aspects of the mind, including the religious and cultural practices of living ethnic groups and
those of earlier civilizations. One of his principal contributions to the understanding of human
ideas and behavior was the notion of the archetype - “a universal and recurring image, pattern
or motif representing a typical human experience”.

One such figure is the Hero, of which Superman is an example. Jung might have noted a
few identifying attributes: born on another planet, sent to Earth to use his amazing gifts in the service of “good”
against the ever-present “evil’. Superman, coming from “out there”, was foreign, but took the disguise of an
ordinary, somewhat inept American. As a reporter for a newspaper on the one hand and a flying hero on the
other, he is an avatar of Mercury, the god of communication. Jung, while he admitted better understanding of
the male than of the female, insisted that, in the interest of necessary balance, the female be considered of
equal importance. A woman would overcome evil in a different way, from within, according to Jung, by
revealing the darkness in everyman. (Wasn't it by way of Lois Lane’s investigative drive that Superman was led
to the wrongdoers - every time? Of course, nowadays, she might be saving poor old Clark
Kent.)

As WWII provided stimulus for invention and production of new machinery and technology
with increased potential for destructive power, Superman found himself facing all manner of
“evil Genius” attempting to gain supreme control over mankind. Do we not today face a
different yet similar menace? Viewing New York City as the presumed center of US civilization,
then as now, could the terrorists of 9/11 have stolen their modus operandi from Superman’s
villains?

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MY EARLIEST AMERICAN ANCESTOR

On 22 May 1650, my earliest American ancestor was one of 107 pesabtished on a grant of 5350 acres on the
north side of the Rappahannock River. By the 1704 - 05 rolls afgllbin Parish, that John Mixon was credited with 400
acres of Virginia land.

In 1716 George Mixon (born Virginia ca. 1702) received a land gfaR00 acres located on Alligator River. By
1738 he was buying 600 acres of land on Pamlico River in Beaufortfod.&€ consideration of 212 pounds, 12 shillings.
When George died in 1779, his last will and testament gave smhiZedekiah all the land (450 acres) on the south side
the Pamlico River. Zedekiah Mixon was my great-great-great githedfa

By the 19 century, parts of that family had moved into the hills anteyslof
Georgia. My grandfather Roland farmed near Palmetto, GA, southarita, and
his many sons moved out across the rolling hills of middle Georgia.

The day my father died, he followed his Beagles in a rabipitacross the
pastures sloping green down to the Flint River, drove ten miles into Griffinsalt a
block for his cows and, standing in the kitchen near noon, reacheddtdlar
mantel over the fireplace for his county newspaper and died there on his land.
